1. Muc dich

Quy dinh vé trang phﬂuc duoc thiét lap nham tao ra mot méiv truong hoc
tap chuyén nghiép, binh dang va ton trong, giup hoc sinh phat trién y thue ky
luat va ty tin trong giao tiép. Trang phyuc phu hop khong chi thé hién sy ton
trong d6i voi ban than, ban bé va nha truong ma con gop phan xay dung hinh
anh van minh, doan két cia cong dong Olympia. Quy dinh nay dam bao trang
phuc luén sach s€, gon gang, khong ho hang, khong in hinh anh hodc chir mang
tinh phan cam, va phu hop v6i ltra tudi hoc sinh, tir 6 ho trg qua trinh hoc tap
va ren luyén hiéu qua.

2. Quy dinh chung vé trang phuc

Hoc sinh méc trang phuc theo quy dinh hang ngay, trir khi c6 thong bao
dac biét tur nha truong.

Pong phuc trudng bao gdm: 40 so-mi dong phuc, 40 polo (40 thun c6 cd)

dong phuc, quan/quan sooc/vay dong phuc, va 4o dai déng phuc (danh cho nit
sinh cap THPT).

Trang phuc vira van, khong qué chat hoac qué rong, va dugc giir gin sach

Khéng mic quan 4o rach, va, hodc co hoa tiét khong phu hop (nhu hinh
anh bao luc, quang cdo thuong mai, hoac khau hiéu chinh tri).

Khong deo trang strc qua ndi1 bat va gia tri cao, khong nhudm tdéc mau sac
sac s0, khong x6 khuyén ngoai tai (t61 da mot doi khuyén tai nho cho nit sinh),
va toc gon gang (nam sinh cdt ngan, nir sinh budc toc néu dai).

3. Quy dinh trang phuc theo ngay trong tuin
a) Thtr Hai hang tuan
Tt ca hoc sinh mic quan/vay dong phuc két hop véi 4o so-mi ddng phuc.

Riéng nir sinh cap THPT phai mic 4o dai déng phuc dé ton vinh trang
phuc truyén thong Viét Nam.

b) Thir Tu hang tuan (Ngay tu do trang phuc)

4. Quy dinh cho gio hoc giao duc thé chat

Hoc sinh st dung dong phuc thé thao chinh thirc cta truong, bao gom 40
thun thé thao, quan short hodc quan dai thé thao, va giay thé thao.

Dong p}}uc thé thao phai sach s€ va chi mac trong gio hoc thé chat hoac
hoat dong thé thao lién quan.

5. Quy dinh vé giay dép

Khi dén trudng, hoc sinh mang gidy hoic sandal (dép c6 quai sau) dé dam
bao an toan va v¢ sinh.

Khuyén khich str dung giay thé thao dé hd trg hoat dong hang ngay.

Khi ¢ trong phong hoc hodc phong chirc nang, hoc sinh su dung dép di
trong phong (dé dugc nha truong trang bi) dé gitr vé sinh va bao vé co s¢ vat
chat.

Khéng duoc phép: Dép 18, gidy cao got (cho nit sinh), hodc giay dép ban,
hong.

6. Quy dinh cho su kién va da ngoai

Tuy theo yéu cau cua su kién (1 hoi, hoi thao) hoac noi dung/diéu kién da
ngoai (thot tiét, dia di€ém), nha truong s€ dé xuat phuong an trang phuc phu hgp
qua thong bao trudec.

Vidu: Déng phuc trang trong cho su kién chinh thurc, hodc trang phuc lich
su-thoai mai (casual) cho da ngoai.

7. Thuec thi va xir ly vi pham

Gido vién va Ban Giam hiéu sé& kiém tra trang phuc hang ngay dé dam bao
tuan thu.

REGULATIONS
On Student Uniform at Olympia Primary, Secondary, and High School

1. Purpose

These regulations are established to create a professional, equitable, and
respectful learning environment, fostering students’ discipline and confidence
in communication. Appropriate attire reflects respect for oneself, peers, and the
school, contributing to a civilized and united image of the Olympia community.
The regulations ensure that uniforms are clean, neat, modest, free of offensive
images or text, and age-appropriate, thereby supporting effective learning and
personal development.

2. General Uniform Regulations

« Students must wear the prescribed uniform daily, unless otherwise
notified by the school.

« The school uniform includes: uniform shirt, uniform polo shirt,
trousers/shorts/skirt, and traditional 4o dai (for female high school students).

. Attire must fit properly, neither too tight nor too loose, and be kept
clean.

« Clothing must not be torn, patched, or feature inappropriate patterns
(e.g., violent images, commercial advertisements, or political slogans).

« Students must not wear overly prominent or high-value jewelry, dye
their hair bright colors, or wear piercings other than one pair of small earrings
(for female students). Hair must be neat (short for male students, tied back for
female students with long hair).

. Note: Shorts (quan sogc) are made of sturdy materials such as khaki,
denim, or jeans, suitable for school or outings. Home/sleep shorts (quan dui)
are not permitted at school.

3. Uniform Regulations by Day of the Week
a. Mondays

« All students wear uniform trousers/shorts/skirt paired with a uniform
shirt.



« Female high school students must wear the traditional 4o dai to honor
Vietnam’s cultural attire.

b. Wednesdays (Free Dress Day)

« Uniforms are not required, but attire must be polite and elegant (casual
style).

. Permitted: Trousers, jeans, shorts (quan sogc) made of sturdy materials
like khaki, denim, or jeans, skirts (below the knee), paired with shirts or polo
shirts.

. Not permitted: Tank tops, home/sleep shorts (quan duii), excessively
short shorts, short skirts, crop tops, or casual sportswear.

. Note: Shorts (quan soec) must be made of appropriate materials and
not excessively short. Home/sleep shorts (quan dui) are strictly prohibited.

c. Other Days (Tuesdays, Thursdays, Fridays)

« Wear full uniform: Uniform trousers/shorts/skirt paired with a uniform
shirt or polo shirt.

4. Physical Education Class Regulations

« Students wear the school’s official sports uniform, including a sports t-
shirt, sports shorts or sports trousers, and sports shoes.

« Sports uniforms must be clean and worn only during physical education
classes or related sports activities.

5. Footwear Regulations

. Students wear shoes or sandals (with back straps) to ensure safety and
hygiene when at school.

« Sports shoes are encouraged to support daily activities.

« In classrooms or functional rooms, students use indoor slippers
(provided by the school) to maintain hygiene and protect facilities.

« Not permitted: Flip-flops, high heels (for female students), or
dirty/damaged footwear.

6. Event and Field Trip Regulations

Depending on the event’s requirements (festivals, seminars) or field trip
conditions (weather, location), the school will provide prior notification of
appropriate attire.

Examples: Formal uniforms for official events or casual yet polite attire
for field trips.



7. Enforcement and Violation Handling

« Teachers and the School Management Board will conduct daily uniform
checks to ensure compliance.

« First violation: Verbal reminder and request to correct attire (if
possible).

. Repeated violations: Notification to parents, recording in the
disciplinary record, or requiring the student to return home to change.

. Parents are encouraged to support their children in adhering to these
regulations to foster good habits and contribute to students’ holistic
development.

These regulations take effect from the date of signing and may be adjusted
based on feedback from the school community. Students and parents are
welcome to contact the School Management Board for clarification.
